1. Denominator: The total number of parts in a whole.
2. Fraction: Something that has been divided into equal parts.
3. Numerator: How many parts of the total one has.
4. Unit fraction: A fraction that has 1 has its numerator.
5. Equivalent fraction: Fractions that represent the same value but have different numbers.
6. Multiplier: The number the numerator and denominator are multiplied by to get an equivalent fraction.
7. Simplify: The act of making an equivalent fractions by dividing the numerator and denominator by the same number.
8. Common denominator: A common multiple of two or more denominators.
9. Mixed number: A number with a whole number part and a fraction part together.
10. [bookmark: _GoBack]Improper fraction: A fraction where the numerator is larger than the denominator. Improper fractions are always larger than one.
